2. PRESS RELEASE

The Consolidated Mining Standard Initiative launches first public consultation

16 October 2024

London, UK - The Copper Mark, Mining Association of Canada, ICMM and World Gold Council - Partners of the
Consolidated Mining Standard Initiative (CMSI) - have published a draft consolidated standard, governance model,
assurance process and related reporting and claims policy, and encourage stakeholders to provide their views during a
60-day public consultation.

The vision for the Initiative is for a sustainable society, enabled by the responsible production, sourcing and recycling of
metals and minerals. Its goal is to simplify the current mining standards landscape and promote continual improvement
of environmental, social and governance practices across metal and mineral value chains - from mining to smelting,
refining and beyond.

The aim is for this Standard to be adopted by a wide range of mining companies - large and small, across all
commodities and locations - to drive performance improvement at scale. An important feature of the Standard is that it is
applicable to any facility, anywhere in the world that is committed to responsible practices.

Once finalised, the Standard is expected to be used by existing members of ICMM, World Gold Council and Mining
Association of Canada, and participants of The Copper Mark. This broad adoption would give the Standard the widest
coverage of any voluntary mining standard to date with implementation anticipated to include almost 100 mining
companies across approximately 600 operations in around 60 countries.

The draft Standard comprises 24 Performance Areas covering a wide range of topics related to responsible mining
practices. The Standard builds on the attributes of the Partners’ individual standards and each Performance Area has
three levels: Foundational Practice (a starting position of conformance with minimum industry standards, which a facility
can build on and improve performance over time); Good Practice (a level of practice in line with industry standards and
international norms, frameworks and guidelines which all responsible mining companies should aim to achieve), and;
Leading Practice (a level of practice which goes beyond good practice and demonstrates leadership or best practice
which a minority of implementing companies would reach).

Stakeholders are also invited to provide their views on the proposed governance model, which envisions an independent
entity that will oversee further development, promotion and maintenance of the Standard. It will implement the related
assurance process, grievance mechanism and reporting and claims policy, and provide a platform for public disclosure of
information such as outcomes of assurance. This entity will be governed by a diverse, independent Board with equal
participation of companies and individuals from stakeholder and rights holders’ groups across the mining industry and
wider value chain. This model will emphasise consensus-based decision-making. It is the intention that The Copper Mark,
including its Board, will transition and evolve into this independent entity.

The process has been guided by two advisory groups: one comprising industry representatives, and the other bringing
together a diverse range of voices from stakeholders, including NGOs, investors, Indigenous groups, downstream
customers and multilateral organisations. These groups have worked together and contributed their expertise to shape
the draft Standard and multi-stakeholder oversight system.
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The development of the consolidated Standard has been guided by ISEAL’s Codes of Good Practice, involving a
transparent process that includes two rounds of broad public consultation. The first consultation, launched today, will
run online for two months, concluding on 16 December 2024. A shorter second consultation is expected in 2025. The
consultation aims to encourage feedback from all parts of the globe with consultation documents available in Arabic,
English, French, Japanese, Portuguese, Russian, Simplified Chinese, and Spanish.

L’Initiative « Norme Consolidée relative a I’Exploitation Miniére » lance une premiere consultation
publique

Londres, Royaume-Uni — Le Copper Mark, ’Association Miniere du Canada, I'ICMM et le Conseil Mondial de I'Or -
partenaires de l'Initiative « Norme Consolidée relative a 'Exploitation Miniére » (CMSI, Consolidated Mining Standard
Initiative) — ont publié un projet de norme consolidée, de modele de gouvernance, de processus d’assurance et de
politique connexe relative a 'établissement de rapports et aux réclamations , et encouragent les parties prenantes a faire
part de leur point de vue lors d’une consultation publique qui se déroule sur 60 jours.

La vision de l'Initiative est celle d’une société durable, rendue possible par la production, 'approvisionnement et le
recyclage responsables des métaux et des minerais. Son objectif vise a simplifier le paysage actuel des normes relatives a
l'exploitation miniére et de promouvoir 'amélioration continue des pratiques environnementales, sociales et de
gouvernance dans les chaines de valeur des métaux et des minerais, de 'extraction a la fusion, en passant par le raffinage
et plus encore.

L’objectif est que cette Norme soit adoptée par un large éventail de sociétés minieres — grandes et petites, pour tous les
produits de base et quel que soit leur emplacement - afin de favoriser 'amélioration des performances a grande échelle.
Il est important de noter que la Norme s’applique a toutes les installations, partout dans le monde, qui s’engagent a
adopter des pratiques responsables.

Une fois finalisée, la Norme devrait étre utilisée par les membres actuels de 'ICMM, du Conseil Mondial de 'Or et de
I'’Association Miniére du Canada, ainsi que par les participants du Copper Mark.

Le projet de Norme comprend 24 Domaines de Performance qui couvrent un grand nombre de sujets liés aux pratiques
miniéres responsables. La Norme s’appuie sur les attributs des normes individuelles des partenaires et chaque Domaine
de Performance comporte trois niveaux : les Pratiques Fondamentales (une position de départ de la satisfaction aux
normes minimales de l'industrie, sur laquelle une installation peut s’appuyer et améliorer sa performance au fil du
temps) ; les Bonnes Pratiques (un niveau de pratiques conformes aux normes de l'industrie, et aux normes, directives et
cadres internationaux que toutes les sociétés minieres responsables devraient viser) ; et les Pratique Exemplaires (un
niveau de pratiques qui va au-dela des bonnes pratiques et démontre un leadership ou les meilleures pratiques qu’une
minorité d’entreprises les mettant en ceuvre atteindrait).

Les parties prenantes sont également invitées a donner leur point de vue sur le modele de gouvernance proposé, qui
prévoit la création d’une entité indépendante pour superviser 'élaboration, la promotion et la mise a jour de la Norme. Il
permettra de déployer le processus d’assurance, le mécanisme de reglement des griefs et la politique relative a
I'établissement de rapports et aux allégations connexes, et fournira une plateforme pour la divulgation publique
d’informations telles que les résultats issus du processus d’assurance. Cette entité sera régie par un Conseil
d’Administration diversifié et indépendant, avec une participation égale de sociétés et de personnes issues des groupes
de parties prenantes et des détenteurs de droits de l'industrie miniéere et de la chaine de valeur dans son ensemble.

Londres, Reino Unido. El sello Copper Mark, la Asociacién Minera de Canada, el ICMM y el Consejo Mundial del Oro, socios
de la Iniciativa para un Estandar Minero Consolidado (CMSI, por sus siglas en inglés), han publicado un borrador de
estandar consolidado, un modelo de gobernanza, un proceso de aseguramiento y su politica de reporte y reclamaciones
relacionada, y alientan a las partes interesadas que presenten sus puntos de vista durante una consulta publica que se
llevard a cabo durante 60 dias.

La vision de la Iniciativa es la de una sociedad sostenible, posible gracias a la produccién, el abastecimiento y el reciclaje
responsables de metales y minerales. Su objetivo es simplificar el panorama actual de estdndares mineros y promover la
mejora continua de las practicas ambientales, sociales y de gobernanza en toda la cadena de valor de metalesy
minerales, desde la mineria hasta la fundicion, la refinacién y mas alla.

El objetivo es que este Estandar sea adoptado por una amplia gama de empresas mineras, grandes y pequefias,
incluyendo todos sus productos bdsicos y zonas geogréficas, a fin de impulsar la mejora del desempefio a escala.

El Estandar se basa en los atributos de los estandares individuales de los Socios y
cada Area de Desempefio tiene tres niveles: Prdctica Fundamental (una posicién inicial de conformidad con los
estandares minimos de la industria, sobre los cuales una instalacion puede desarrollary mejorar el desempefio en el
tiempo); Buenas Prdcticas (un nivel de practica acorde con los estandares de la industria y las normas, marcos y guias
internacionales que todas las empresas mineras responsables deben aspirar a alcanzar), y; Prdcticas Lideres (un nivel de
practica que supera las buenas practicas y demuestra liderazgo o mejores practicas que alcanzaria una minoria de
empresas implementadoras).

También se invita a las partes interesadas a dar su opinion sobre el modelo de gobernanza propuesto, que prevé una
entidad independiente que supervisara el desarrollo, la promocién y el mantenimiento del Estandar. Implementara el
proceso de aseguramiento, el mecanismo de quejas y la politica para la presentacion de reportes y reclamaciones
relacionados, y proporcionara una plataforma para la divulgacion publica de informacion, como los resultados del
aseguramiento. Esta entidad estarad gobernada por un Consejo diverso e independiente con una participacion equitativa
de empresas e individuos de grupos de partes interesadas y titulares de derechos en toda la industria minera y la cadena
de valor mas amplia. Este modelo enfatizaré la toma de decisiones basada en el consenso. La intencién es que el sello
Copper Mark, incluido su Consejo Directivo, haga una transicion y evolucione hasta convertirse en esta entidad.

El proceso ha sido orientado por dos grupos asesores: uno compuesto por representantes de la industria y el otro reine
una amplia gama de voces de partes interesadas, entre ellas ONG, inversores, grupos de pueblos originarios, clientes
aguas abajo y organizaciones multilaterales. Estos grupos han trabajado juntos y han aportado su experiencia para dar
forma al borrador del Estandary al sistema de supervisién por multiples partes interesadas.

El desarrollo del Estandar consolidado ha sido guiado por los Codigos de Buenas Précticas de ISEAL, lo que implica un
proceso transparente que incluye dos rondas de amplia consulta pUblica. La primera consulta, iniciada hoy, se llevaré a
cabo en linea durante dos meses y concluira el 16 de diciembre de 2024. Se prevé una segunda consulta més breve en
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2025. La consulta tiene como objetivo fomentar la retroalimentacion de todas partes del mundo, con documentos de
consulta disponibles en arabe, inglés, francés, japonés, portugués, ruso, chino simplificado y espafiol.

Seu objetivo é simplificar o cenario atual dos padrdes de mineracéo e promover a
melhoria continua das préaticas ambientais, sociais e de governanga nas cadeias de valor de metais e minerais: da
mineracado a fundicdo, refino e além.

O objetivo é que essa Norma seja adotada por uma ampla gama de empresas de mineracdo, grandes e pequenas, em
todas as commodities e locais, para impulsionar a melhoria do desempenho em escala. Uma caracteristica importante
da Norma é que ela é aplicavel a qualquer instalagdo, em qualquer lugar do mundo, que esteja comprometida com
praticas responsaveis.

Uma vez finalizada, espera-se que a Norma seja usada pelos membros existentes do ICMM, do Conselho Mundial do Ouro
e da Associacdo de Mineracdo do Canadd, e pelos participantes da Copper Mark. Essa ampla adocdo daria a Norma a
cobertura mais ampla de qualquer norma de mineracdo voluntéria até o momento, com implementacdo prevista para
incluir quase 100 empresas de mineracdo em aproximadamente 600 operacdes em cerca de 60 paises.

O projeto de Norma compreende 24 Areas de Desempenho que cobrem uma ampla gama de tdpicos relacionados a
préaticas de mineracdo responsaveis. A Norma se baseia nos atributos das normas individuais dos Parceiros e cada Area
de Desempenho tem trés niveis: Pratica Fundamental (uma posicdo inicial de conformidade com as normas minimas da
industria, que uma instalagdo pode desenvolver e melhorar o desempenho ao longo do tempo); Boas Prdticas (um nivel
de prética alinhado com as normas da indUstria e regulamentos, estruturas e diretrizes internacionais que todas as
empresas de mineracgdo responsaveis devem buscar alcancar), e; Melhores Prdticas (um nivel de pratica que vai além das
boas préticas e demonstra lideranca ou melhores praticas que uma minoria de empresas implementadoras alcancaria).

As partes interessadas também sdo convidadas a fornecer sua opinido sobre o modelo de governanga proposto, que
prevé uma entidade independente que supervisionara o desenvolvimento, a promocdo e a manutencao da Norma. Ela
implementara o processo de garantia relacionado, o0 mecanismo de reclamacdo e a politica de relatérios e sinistros, e
fornecerd uma plataforma para divulgagdo publica de informagdes, como resultados de garantia. Essa entidade serd
governada por um Conselho diversificado e independente, com participacdo igual de empresas e individuos de grupos
de partes interessadas e detentores de direitos em toda a indUstria de mineracdo e cadeia de valor mais ampla. Este
modelo enfatizard a tomada de decisdo baseada em consenso. Aintencdo é que a Copper Mark, incluindo seu Conselho,
faca a transicdo e evolua para essa entidade independente.

O processo foi guiado por dois grupos consultivos: um composto por representantes da inddstria e outro reunindo uma
gama diversificada de vozes das partes interessadas, incluindo ONGs, investidores, grupos indigenas, clientes finais e
organizacoes multilaterais. Esses grupos trabalharam juntos e contribuiram com seus conhecimentos para moldar o
projeto da Norma e o sistema de supervisdo de varias partes interessadas.

O desenvolvimento da Norma consolidada foi guiado pelos Cédigos de Boas Préaticas da ISEAL, envolvendo um processo
transparente que inclui duas rodadas de ampla consulta publica. A primeira consulta, lancada hoje, estara disponivel
online durante dois meses, terminando em 16 de dezembro de 2024. Uma segunda consulta mais curta esta prevista
para 2025. A consulta visa incentivar o feedback de todas as partes do mundo com documentos de consulta disponiveis
em arabe, inglés, francés, japonés, portugués, russo, chinés simplificado e espanhol.

Por meio dessa iniciativa, pretendemos simplificar o cenario atual das normas de mineracdo e
promover a melhoria continua das praticas ambientais, sociais e de governanca ao longo das cadeias de valor de metais
individuais.

ICMM

ICMM significa mineragdo com principios. Reunimos um terco da indUstria global de metais e mineragdo, juntamente
com os principais parceiros para promover a lideranca, a acdo e a inovacdo para o desenvolvimento sustentavel,
contribuindo positivamente para a sociedade. Por meio da colaboracdo, as empresas associadas ao ICMM estabelecem o
padrdo para minerais e metais produzidos de forma responsavel em um mundo seguro, justo e sustentavel.

Associagdo de Mineracdo do Canada

A Associacdo de Mineracdo do Canada é a organizacdo nacional da indUstria de mineracdo canadense. Seus membros
respondem pela maior parte da producdo canadense de metais basicos e preciosos, uranio, diamantes, carvdo
metallrgico, areias betuminosas extraidas e minerais industriais e estdo ativamente envolvidos na exploragdo mineral,
mineracdo, fundicdo, refino e semifabricacdo.

A
Copper Mark usa um rigoroso processo de avaliacdo em nivel de local para verificar de forma independente se os locais
individuais tém préticas de producdo responsaveis. 38% do cobre extraido globalmente é atualmente produzido por
locais garantidos pela Copper Mark.
